 If you have seen or know of any of the following, contact me 

immediately: 

 

Scribes – translators for show judges, asks lots of questions and 

obtains important riding information free of charge.   

  

Ring Stewards – aka Gate Keeper – keeps an eye   on the 

rider that is in the ring.  Checks bits, whips and spurs after their 

ride to make sure all rules  are followed. 

 



 

Warm up Ring Stewards -  Be aware of where the riders are, 

which ring their next ride is in and when they need to head out to 

complete their ride.  

 

Runners –  (or walkers – whichever you prefer or are able to 

do)  Must love exercise –or-  if you have a child that just has a 

whole lot of energy.  Your duty to your fellow riders is to 

pick up tests as soon (and as quiet) as possible from each ring so 

that the scorers can do their calculations as to avoid swarms of 

anxious participants. 

 
And finally… 

Scorers – Must be good at math .  Those swarms of 

anxious participants are counting on you for the correct score!  

(no pressure) 

 

Whatever amount of time you are able to give us in order to 

complete these tasks at hand is very important. 

Remember – it’s quality, not quantity that counts! (although 

quantity helps!) 

 

Time is of the essence so be sure to contact Lisa Carifa as soon as 

possible!
